and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended

The Australian Maritime Safety Authority and the Jordan Maritime Commission (hereinafter
referred to as "the Parties”),

pursuant to Regulation 1/10 of the International Convention on Standards of Training,
Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (hereinafter referfed
to as “the STCW Convention");

being guided by the instructions concerning arrangements between the Parties to the
STCW Convention (MSC.1/Circ.1450 of 24 January 2013, adopted by the 91% session
of the Maritime Safety Committee of the International Maritime Organization {(IMO));

have reached the following understandings:

Definitions .

1.1 The term "Administration" means the Australian Maritime Safety }fu_thority —a competent
body autharized according to the national legislation in force bf Australia which will
recognize certificates of the Certificate-issuing Party,

1.2 The term “Certificate-issuing Party" means the Jordan Mariime Commission — a
competent body authorized according to the national legislation in force of Hashemite
kingdom of Jordan;

1.3 The term "Official of the Administration” means the official of the competent body of
Australia responsible for implementing this Memorandum, who will be the Manager
Seafarer Certification Service;

The term "facilities and procedures” will mean companies, authorities and organizations,
operating within the limits of the Party’s responsibility according to the STCW
Convention, as well as the system of controling and observing compliance with the
STCW Convention's requirements on training, assessment .of competence and
certification for seafarers of the Cerificate-issuing Party;

The term “Certificate of Competence” will mean a valid document, regardless of its title,
issued by the Certificate-issuing Party or under its authority, giving its holder the right to
occupy the position indicated in the certificate permitted by ‘national legislation in
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan

The term "endorsement” will mean a valid document that attests the recognition of the:
certificate under the provisions of the STCW Gonvention, issued by the Administration
to acknowledge that its holder has the right to occupy the position according to the’
legislation in force in Australia. :

Terms of Recognition of Certificates

Pursuant to Regulation I/10 of the STCW Convention and to ensure compliance with the
STCW Convention and the Seafarers’ Training, Certification and Watchkeeping Code -
(hereinafter referred to as “the STCW Code”), the Administration’ will recognize
certificates of the Certificate-issuing Party by endorsemént, provided the followdipg

2.3 The Cerificate-issuing Party will ensure that persons responsible for tralning and
assessment of seafarers are duly qualified pursuant to requirements of Section A-l/6 of:

Convention, access to its facifities and procedures for inspecting and observing,
purposes. Compliance with the requirements of the STCW Convention-may be’
examined by the Administration regarding the foliowing:

- standards of competence; _
- issue, endorsement, revalidation and revocation of the certificates of competence;
- registration of the certificates of competence;

- medical fitness standards for seafarers;

- exchange of information on validity of the ceriificates;

Significant
changes should be understood to include:

- changes in the position or address of the Official of the Certificate-issuing Party;

- changes affecting the facilities and procedures set forth in this Memorandum;

- changes which Yamount to substantial differencgs from the information’
communicated to the Secretary-General of the International Maritime
Organization pursuant to Section A-I/7 of the STCW Code;

The Official of the Certificate-issuing Party will reply to the above mentioned request in
written and electronic form within 2 (two) working days next following the date that the
request is received.

Settlements of Disputes

“This memorandum is not governed by international law and any dispute between its

Parties over its interpretation or application (or both) is not justiciable and wili be resolved
by means of negotiations.

Period of Operation and Termination

Five years after the date that this Memorandum has been signed by both parties either
Party may terminate this Memorandum by giving at least 6 (six). months notice through
the diplomatic channel to the'other Party; ¥

The termination of this Memorandum takes effect 6(six) months’ following the date of
receipt of such notification by the other Party;
